1. take either formative assessment at the end of each quarter
· A. a reading quiz 

OR
· B. write a journal entry chosen from the attached list of topics.
2. Complete either “C” or “D” for each quarter.  Each quarterly assessment (Vocabulary or Figurative Language) is worth 25 points (for a total of 100 points) and will total to ONE formative assessment.  Rubrics are attached.  In each quarter, you must choose either (C or D) to complete 
· C. 10 Vocabulary Words- 

· Identify any 10 words that would be deemed as “vocabulary words”; they shouldn’t be too easy.  

· Look up their definitions based on the way Halse uses them in the context of the story.

· Write the page number and “top”,” “middle,” or “bottom” on which it appears.

· Write an original sentence that shows me you understand what the word means.

· D. Figurative Language-

· Complete the attached organizer of 4 quadrants 

· Write down (identify) any examples of the figurative language Halse uses in that quarter and explain the allusion, metaphor, personification, or simile.
· You may NOT have 4 of any one type of assessment (A, B, C, or D)
3. Take a Summative Test at the conclusion of the novel.
4. Complete two Writing Assignments which are explained and attached.  Writing Assignment #1 is formative, and Writing Assignment #2 will undergo revision and be a summative grade.
