New Chapter
Laurie Halse Anderson ended Speak with Melinda right on the verge of opening up to Mr. Freeman.  Some of you may love this; some of you may hate this; but ALL of us are left with similar lingering questions:
· What did she say to Mr. Freeman?

· How did Mr. Freeman react?

· What did her parents say about the whole thing?

· What happened to Andy Evans once everyone discovered the truth?

· Did Melinda ever fully reconcile with her old friends?

Good news!  You get to answer some of these questions when you write your own ending to the book Speak.  You could begin right where the author leaves off, or you may begin your final chapter a few hours or even days after where the author left off.

1. You must create a title for the final chapter.

2. You must maintain first person point of view (Melinda’s).  In other words, you are writing in Melinda’s voice.  Therefore you would be using “I” NOT “Melinda says.”

3. Your chapter [resolution of book] should answer or address at least TWO of the lingering questions that are listed above.  You must explain the outcome and SHOW how Melinda feels about what has gone on.  You may, of course, write more than those lingering ideas.

4. Incorporate two DIFFERENT examples of figurative language (simile, metaphor, personification, or allusion) into your narrative.  Notice the way Halse uses them in the book.
